PSYCHOLOGY-LONDON OVERVIEW
The Department of Psychology is providing two different opportunities to study abroad in London in summer, 2012: 1) The Psychology London Program and 2) Social Psychology from the Broad Curriculum Program. Both programs allow students to experience British culture while advancing their academic studies. In addition to class meetings, both programs involve a variety of London excursions, some of which have direct relevance to the courses and some of which are of general social, cultural, and historical interest. London is one of the most exciting and multicultural cities in the world! Thus, it provides a perfect setting for studying the cultural determinants of behavior.
Psychology London Program: This program is designed for psychology majors, although it is open to all students who have completed General Psychology (PSY 2012) with a C- or better, and who have a strong interest in psychology. Each summer, we offer two upper division psychology courses that are not offered on the Tallahassee campus. Both classes count as 4000-level electives that can fulfill either psychology major or minor requirements. We are very excited about our 2012 classes: Cross-Cultural Lifespan Social Development (Instructor: Lauren Brewer), and Social-Clinical Psychology: Cross-Cultural Perspectives (Instructor: Kyle Conlon). See below for course descriptions. The dates for our 2012 Psychology London Program are May 29 to July 24 (8-weeks). 

Social Psychology (SOP 3004) in Broad Curriculum London Program: The Broad Curriculum Program, which has operated for over 40 years, is designed for students from all majors who have not yet completed their Liberal Studies requirements. It offers a broad selection of courses from different departments, and all courses can fulfill one of the liberal studies requirements. We are pleased to announce that for the first time in many years, the Psychology Department will offer Social Psychology (Instructor: Joanna Goplen) as part of the Broad Curriculum London Program. Thus, if you haven't yet taken Social Psychology, this will be a terrific opportunity to take it in a small class and in a city where the cultural determinants of social behavior can be vividly demonstrated. Social Psychology will be offered during the 4-week session (LN02) that runs from May 29 to June 25. Interested students who wish to study in London for 8 weeks can register for a second 4-week session either before (LN01 April 30 to May 27) or afterward (LN03 June 27 to July 24). SUMMER 2012 COURSE DESCRIPTIONS
Psychology London Program: Two 4000-level courses that are not offered in Tallahassee. Both courses count as psychology electives for the major and minor.
1. Social-Clinical Psychology: Cross-Cultural Perspectives:  Social-clinical psychology is the integration of social and clinical psychology. This course draws on theory and research from social psychology to better understand cultural differences in the development, assessment, and treatment of psychopathology. We will compare and contrast people from different cultures on social-cognitive processes relevant to abnormal behavior, such as self-evaluation, self-esteem, dysfunctional relationships, and social support. Students who have taken Social Psychology and/or Clinical Psychology will also get credit for this course because this course has a significantly different focus. Instructor: Kyle Conlon

2. Cross-Cultural Lifespan Social Development:  This course examines how social development throughout the lifespan differs across cultures. Topics include cultural influences on socialization processes, social behavior, the self and personality, and issues of gender and sexuality. For each content area, we will discuss the major developmental struggles and milestones that occur during each stage of life (infancy through late adulthood). Students who have taken other developmental courses (Child and/or Adolescent Psychology, Adult Development & Aging) will also get credit for this course because this course has a significantly different focus. Instructor: Lauren Brewer
Broad Curriculum London Program. All Broad Curriculum courses can fulfill one of the Liberal Studies requirements. Social Psychology counts toward Liberal Studies Area III: History & Social Sciences. Social Psychology also may be used to fulfill requirements for the psychology major or minor. Check with your academic advisor to see where this course fits best for you. Although Social Psychology is offered in Tallahassee, taking it in London, one of the most multicultural cities in the world, provides a unique opportunity to observe firsthand the various ways in which culture can influence behavior. Also, the class is expected to have fewer than 20 students, in contrast to the more typical class size of 220!
Social Psychology: Social Psychology is the scientific study of how people think about, influence, and relate to one another. The London version of Social Psychology incorporates the unique historical and cultural context of London into the course.  In addition to providing a social psychological perspective on the general activities and excursions, this course will also include additional excursions to places like the London Natural History Museum or the London Dungeon.  Famous English figures and history will also be used to illustrate social psychological concepts. For example, the fascinating story of Henry VIII can provide a concrete and historical example to demonstrate what power can do to people, how romantic relationships evolve over time, and why people engage in aggressive behavior. Learning about Social Psychology in London will not only enrich students’ London experience, it will also provide students with a better understanding of themselves and others. 1. The Psychology Program (LN97)  May 29-July 24 (8 weeks) 

Program includes two courses not offered in Tallahassee (Cross-Cultural Lifespan Social Development  &  Social-Clinical Psychology: Cross-Cultural Perspectives) plus social/cultural/historical & course-related excursions.
Fees: $8,775
Fees includes: 6 undergraduate credit hours, shared housing, continental breakfast on school days, transport pass, cultural excursions, health insurance, international student ID card, academic support, and T-shirt.

Not inlcuded: Airfare, passport, food, books, personal travel/spending; university fees (e.g., tech. fee). 

2. Social Psychology from Broad Curriculum Program (LN02). May 29- June 25 (4 weeks). 

Students typically take only one course a during 4-week session, although you may enroll in a second  4-week session before (LN01)or afterward (LN03). The Broad Curriculum Program offers wide selection of courses from different departments. All courses can fulfill one of the liberal studies requirements. Fees: $5,430*

*Students applying to 2 consecutive 4-week sessions will pay $10,100, which will cover up to 9 undergraduate credit hours, shared housing, continental breakfast on school days, transport pass, cultural excursions, health insurance, international student ID card, academic support, and T-shirt.
